English 12 Curriculum

Twelfth graders will synthesize information, ideas, and themes to understand the past, the present, and to think innovatively about the future. 

· Through the lens of Leadership Qualities, students will identify and apply their own leadership skills and prepare for responsible action as American citizens in the context of a global world by envisioning a new view of the world, determining when to take risks, and knowing when to stand up for what they believe to be right.

· Successful students understand and practice using prewriting strategies; compose written pieces for different purposes; revise for language and meaning; edit for grammar usage and mechanics; and proofread for spelling, layout, and fonts.  

Materials Needed:

One 3 –Ring Binder (at least 2 inch in any color)

This binder will function as your English Senior Project Binder and will be your responsibility to bring to class each day.  Do not keep work for other classes in this binder – keep it organized!  
6 binder divider sheets (3-ring indexes with tabs – these can be purchased in packs)

One package (100-150 sheets) of college ruled lined paper.  Put this paper in the writing section of your binder.  

1 flash drive  -  It is recommended that you attach a flash drive on your keychain or lanyard.  
General Expectations: 

Demonstrate true Mott PRIDE (prepared, respectful, involved, determined, and enthusiastic).  Students are expected to come to class prepared to learn every day and put forth no less than their best effort at all times.  Students should respect their teacher and fellow classmates as well as class time.  Students should come to class with a willingness to share their ideas and keep an open mind to what is expressed by fellow classmates.

Course Description:  

This course will encourage students to develop a positive attitude toward literature, writing, and language study.  It will focus on teaching grammar skills, higher-order thinking, and improve writing through the writing process.  Students will also expand their vocabulary, develop their reading skills, and express detailed thoughts through daily classroom and homework assignments.

Course Objectives:

· The learner will (TLW) effectively utilize higher-order thinking

· TLW expand their vocabulary and grammatical skills

· TLW be able to utilize writing tools effectively

· TLW be able to write an MLA format paper
· TLW improve their reading skills

Methods:  Students will learn by teacher lecture, classroom discussion, writing exercises, brainstorming activities, group work, peer editing, note taking, readings and written reflections, journals, daily grammar and vocabulary activities, and essay assignments.

Absences/Skips/Tardies:

In order to succeed in this class, you must be present and on time.  No discussion!  Participation points/bell work will be earned by students who are in class and on time.  All absences must be excused within 48 hours.  Unverified absences are considered a “skip.” 
Passes:

Students will be allowed three passes per card marking.  Agendas are the only source of a pass to leave the classroom and agendas will not be signed to retrieve forgotten items.  Come prepared!!!

Grading Procedure:

All assignments, tests, and quizzes will be assigned a point value.  Assessments (tests, quizzes, projects, writing assignments) will be weighted to comprise no less than 75% of the total points possible.  Homework and class work will be weighted to comprise no more than 25% of the total points possible.  Student grades are available online to all parents and students via the parent portal.  Students with missing homework or classwork will earn enough points to result in a 49% grade (F) on the assignment.  Students with missing assessments will earn zero points.  

Make-up work: 
It is the student’s responsibility to request and make up all missed assignments due to an excused absence.  To make up a missing assignment or discuss points earned on an individual assignment, the student should approach the teacher promptly.  Absent students are expected to check the website to learn what they’ve missed and all make-up work is due no later than the beginning of the next class period (unless otherwise instructed).   All assessments will be made up after school in Room 310.  Extra handouts are located in the bin marked “extra handouts” in the front of the classroom.  

Extra Credit:  
Each card marking, extra credit will be offered within some assignments.  Take advantage of it when it is offered and do not ask for additional extra credit.  

Class Rules:

School code of conduct will be upheld

Come to class with the appropriate materials (id, book, pen, pencil, binder, assignment, etc.)

Be respectful of others’ comments, opinions and ideas

Be respectful of the teacher, teacher’s work area, and classroom time

Teacher will dismiss the class at the end of the hour

Backpacks, large purses, hats, ipods, and headphones are not permitted – cell phones must be turned off

Be an “Active” classroom participant by asking questions, sharing ideas, and expressing opinions

English 12 Senior Project

Description:  The senior project is an intensive research based semester long project culminating in a multi-media presentation.  Failure to complete and pass the senior project will result in failing the course.  The topic of this year’s senior project is a future occupation.  

Evaluation:  Throughout the course of the semester you will be graded on your progress.  We expect that you will have 25% of the research finished by the fifth week of the semester.  We expect that you will have 50% of the research finished by the tenth week of the semester.  Your instructor will assign specific dates. 

The final project will be graded as follows:


 Binder 50%


 Multi-media Presentation 30%


 Works Cited Page 20%

If any of the three components are missing or incomplete, the project grade will be a zero. 

Requirements:

Binder: The binder will be used to demonstrate the depth and scope of your research.  The binder must be divided using tabs.  The binder must contain the binder checklist, copies of all of your research with formatted (MLA Style) bibliographic information, and typed transcripts of your interview.  

Presentation: The presentation must be 8-10 minutes in length.  You must use multi-media resources to support and enhance your presentation.  The presentation will represent a glimpse of your life when you are thirty years old and how you achieved your goals educational, career, and personal goals.  
Works Cited Page: You must submit a typed works cited page (MLA style) that provides a list of all the sources used in your binder and presentation.  Although we encourage you to use many sources, we require you to cite a minimum of 15 sources.  

Additional information:  Each Tuesday and Thursday during 1st semester will be devoted to working on the project.  However, additional time outside of school will be needed to complete this assignment.  Please plan accordingly.
