Hamlet  Memorized Soliloquy/Scene Extra Credit
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You will memorize and recite a soliloquy (25 lines or more) or a 2-3 character passage (with partners) from a scene of no less than 60 lines.   

Grading Rules and Expectations

You will get approval of your soliloquy or scene selection by Friday, November 21 and you will present in front of the class on Monday, November 24 or Tuesday, November 25.  The soliloquy or scene will be recited from memory.  Take your time and concentrate.  You are not allowed to receive prompts from the audience or use note cards.  

Try to recite with feeling.  You are not merely expressing memorized words – but speeches with deep meaning that the entire class can understand.  Be bold - feel and express the character’s words.  You are in a safe, supportive environment where everyone is in the same situation.   

Tips for Memorization

Write it out several times.  Recite it several times to anyone who will listen.  
Look up the meaning of each unfamiliar word and make sure you completely understand the meaning of what you are trying to memorize.

Break the lines up into four or five chunks and try to memorize them individually.

Ask someone to video tape you.  This will mimic the feeling of reciting it for the class.  

Watch different versions of the soliloquy or scene online.
